Matthew 11: 20-24 
 

What a blessing it was for me and my classmates while at Mundelein to make a 
ten week pilgrimage to the Holy Land. This is one of the unique programs found 

in Mundelein seminary and I guess probably a few other seminaries have it.  
However, this took me and my classmates to different Biblical sites. It was fasci-

nating and amazing for me since I used to read about all these places in the  
Bible, sometimes with a skeptical mind.  We started at Bethlehem- birth site of 

Jesus; later we left for Nazareth and Galilee, just to mention a few.  Down the 
line, my classmates and I landed in Chorazin where Jesus spoke these words in 

Matthew’s gospel and I wondered how His listeners might have felt: 
 

“Jesus began to reproach the towns where most of his mighty deeds had been 
done, since they had not repented. Woe to you Chorazin! Woe to Bethsaida! For 

if the mighty deeds done in your midst had been done in Tyre and Sidon, they 

would long ago have repented in sackcloth and ashes. But I tell you, it will be 
more tolerable for Tyre and Sidon on the day of Judgment than for you. And as 

for you Capernaum: Will you be exalted to heaven? You will go down to the 
netherworld. For if the mighty deeds done in your midst had been done in 

Sodom, it would have remained until this day. But I tell you, it will be more tol-
erable for the land of Sodom on the day of judgment than for you.” 

 
To date, Chorazin has never been rebuilt or habited. It is deserted and a quiet 

place.  However, it provides a conducive environment for meditation and reflec-
tion. Personally, I was touched so much with this reading as one of my class-

mates read it. One reason given why Chorazin was worse than modern  
Gentile cities is that it rejected one of the greatest of gifts- the long awaited Mes-

siah.  Not only had the Messiah come, but He worked miracles in their midst 
which they saw with their eyes, and yet the people of Chorazin did not believe.  

This doubt of God led to a curse and became a unique hatred; how can one doubt 

the obvious - God - that he or she has seen working before him or her?  Instead, 
Chorazinian’s hearts were hardened more than those of Sodom.  And yet, despite 

their doubts, Jesus warned them, giving them an opportunity to realize their mis-
takes, repent and believe in him.  Therefore, if these people were condemned be-

cause of their doubts, their rejection of miracles performed in their presence, 
what will become of those of us who have been blessed with the benefit of hind-

sight to learn from their mistakes? This too can be our situation and story. 
 

What are some of the things that have happened in life that serve as a lesson to 
you?
