s& The idea for the Advent wreath began in the far northern countries of Scandinavia long before Jesus was born.
Dunng the dark, cold winter days the pagan people of these lands would long for the sun, the light of the world, to

,& shine on them agam. So they would take a great wheel (often a wagon wheel) and put many candles around the rim.
When the candles were lighted, they would twirl the wheel. How beautiful it must have looked! This wheel was like

,& a glowing prayer to the god of light: Please turn the world around so we may face your sun again!

;& Today as Christians we still long for the light and the Advent wreath is a visual reminder that Jesus is the light who

ﬁ will help us to see better ways of loving God and each other. He will warm us with his love and help us to grow. He
& will fill us with joy. The candles on our Advent wreath are like our prayer to God. Please open our eyes. Turn us
* toward you. Help us to welcome your son, the Light of the World.

THE MEANING OF THE WREATH

i The word ADVENT means the coming or promise. The Wreath—The circular form symbolizes that God has no

& beginning and no end. The Boughs—The evergreens from which they come remain always fresh and green, even

¥ during the darkest days of winter and remind us that Jesus’ love lives in us every day and will never end. The

,ﬁ Candles—The four candles represent the four weeks of Advent. The lighted candles represent Christ, the Light of
¥ the World. Fach week we light one more candle that represents the idea that the coming of Christ is closer.

HOW TO USE THE WREATH

a* The Advent wreath has a long tradition as a household observance. It begins with the blessing of the wreath at the
:g evening meal on the Saturday before the First Sunday of Advent. Place the wreath in a significant place n the home
# such as the dining room table. You may want to add evergreens and ribbons to the base of the wreath. Each

1 evening, maybe at dinner time, light the appropriate candles and recite the prayer for the week. The first week, one
¥ purple candle is lit, the second week, two purple candles are lit, the third week, the pink candle is added, and the

1 fourth week all are lit. If dinnertime is not the best time for your household choose whatever time works. Whether
¥ you live alone, or if there are many people in our home, it does not matter. The most important tradition is to have
,g the wreath and to pray with it.
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SUMMARY OF PARISH SURVEY RESULTS

On behalf of the ad hoc Long-Range Planning Committee, we would like to thank the many parishioners who took
time from their busy schedules to so generously share with us their views by completing the recent Parish Survey.
Over 440 individuals responded to the survey, a remarkable level of participation for a community of our size. As the
Committee works toward developing an action plan for addressing the long-term needs of the parish-- physical, liturgi-
cal, financial and technological i the responses to the survey provide invaluable insights into how our parishioners
view and use our parishoés buildings.

As we continue to study the results of the survey and analyze the future needs of our parish, we thought we would
share with you highlights from the survey:

e Parishioners resoundingly affirmed that our two most important activities as a parish are (a) our worship to-
gether as a faith community and (b) the religious education of our children. No matter how we grouped the
respondents T by gender, by years in the parish, by general views on the community i the results consis-
tently placed the Mass, the Sacraments and the education of our children at the top of the list.

e Our parishioners are supportive and upbeat about our parish community. Nearly 80% of those responding
characterized their impression of our parish as being positive in nature.

e There is clearly a passion for our faith community. The subjective answers to the questions made this par-
ticularly apparent. Whether a respondent was expressing a positive or a negative view on a given point, the
tone was that of a person invested spiritually and emotionally in our parish and confident we can overcome
any currently perceived shortcomings. If occasionally a comment took on a harsh edge, the comments as a
whole were overwhelmingly constructive. What criticisms there were suggested a genuine interest in inform-
ing our process and improving our parish, whether with respect to the Liturgy, the bricks and mortar or other-
wise.

e We were pleased to learn that over 85% of respondents characterized the condition of our house of worship,
the Church Building, as being Good to Excellent. There were helpful suggestions for improvements to the
Church Building in areas that ranged from the gathering space to the rest rooms to handicap access to the
need for more parking. There were also helpful suggestions relating to the school building, the parish office
building (the former convent building) and our other campus buildings and grounds.

e There seems to be general satisfaction with the number and size of our present meeting rooms for various
purposes. There is a decidedly keen interest in our making more active use of the new Parish Center. Being
our most recent addition, it is in the best condition of all our campus buildings but it is clearly not being utilized
to its fullest potential.

e There was a clear signal of a need to be judicious in our stewardship of the parish buildings. A middle ground
was suggested by the data, an approach of being timely and measured in the maintenance, improvement and
upgrade of our facilintiasswhsleahefggyemba
