This past week, a big sigh of relief has been heard in the Sacred Heart Offices: Lent, the Triduum and
Easter are over.

| want to take this opportunity to point out some of our members who are often overlooked. We are so
blessed here at Sacred Heart to have a good number of teens who minister at the altar (lectors and
Eucharistic Ministers and singers) as well as those who simply sit in the pews. These young women and
men often go unnoticed because they are neither children nor adults. But Sacred Heart needs them as
much as they need us. Of all the people in church on any given Sunday our teens are usually most aware
of the threats and evils facing us in todayds ¢
confronted by the underside of our society daiperhaps hourly. They need our support to recognize

their goodness and to support their strong stand with Christ. (By theovayatulations to ouf"&yrades,
