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SAINTS - A commentator recently commended Pope Francis because he is apparently prepared to canonize
two of his predecessors at the same time. The commentator was pleased because, in his view, John XXIII and
John Paul Il, represented very different approaches to their faith. Although the commentator did not use the
words "liberal" and "conservative," that seemed to be his point. He considered it a political master stroke.
Canonizing both at the same time would appeal to both wings of the church.

I looked in my Catholic Encyclopedia and found this sentence under the heading Saints: "Saints do not witness
to one model of sanctity. The list of canonized saints provides a wide variety of models of holiness." And cer-
tainly, in my view, that would be true of John XXIIl and John Paul ll. As his papacy unfolds, it will be interesting
to see where Pope Francis falls in the continuum of liberal vs conservative. It is way too early to evaluate him in
that regard, but he certainly has made a favorable impression because of his desire to live simply, and to be so
open to everyone, saying daily Mass for whomever happens to be a guest in the house where he has chosen to
live, dining with them, and then speaking for 90 minutes to the press corps on the plane returning from Brazil,
answering their questions without an agenda, or script of any kind. All very appealing.

The Catholic Encyclopedia also said: "To be sure, there are countless more saints than those who have been
formally offered for public veneration. Anyone who may reasonably be believed to have lived a good life and
who, therefore, may be presumed to be enjoying eternal life with God can be considered a saint.” That is what
is meant by the communion of saints. John Paul Il certainly was in tune with that philosophy, having beatified
and/or canonized more individuals than any of his predecessors.

Anyway, all of this made me wonder - who do | know that is saintly, even though they have not been "offered for
public veneration", and very probably never will be? My thoughts turned to a Jesuit priest, Father Paul, who
served here at Sacred Heart as an unofficial associate pastor from 1972-76. He is a native of Sri Lanka (once
known as Ceylon, and famous for its tea). He had been sent here as a 34 year-old grad student to become
proficient in psychology and counseling. His native land was in the throes of a civil war between two ethnic
groups, the Tamil minority, who were primarily Hindu, and the Sinhalese majority, mostly Buddhist. There were
very few Christians and hardly any Catholics, but religious beliefs were not the primary concern of Father Paul.
His concern was for the "Child Soldiers" who were forced into the front lines of battle and, if they survived,
suffered from extreme trauma.

While here at Sacred Heart, Father Paul taught our children to serve Mass. He taught religion in both our school
and Sunday school. He anointed the sick and brought Communion to the homebound of Sacred Heart. He said
Mass every day for us. He baptized our children. He served as chaplain to all of the young ladies at Regina
Dominican High School. He was a full-time grad student and full-time associate pastor all wrapped up in one
smiling, positive, loving person. In my view, he was the epitome of someone living a holy life. And then he left
us and returned to bring comfort, peace and, hopefully, normalcy to those traumatized children in Batticaloa, Sri
Lanka. In order to do this he established an award-winning, what shall | call it, a place, a program, a process, to
restore sanity in the lives of those children. It is called the Butterfly Peace Garden and it has been recognized
by international agencies as a uniquely effective force for good.

Lilies of the Field was his next outreach providing housing for the orphans of a war-torn nation. The Professional
Psychological Counseling Center was then set up to aid victims of war who had lost families, homes and means
of livelihood. Other outreaches followed. Then, on Dec, 26, 2004 came the devastating tsunami. The need for
Father Paul's help increased exponentially. It was more than he could handle alone. With the

assistance of a Sacred Heart psycho-therapist he had once taught to serve Mass, he began to train lay people in
counseling skills so that they might reach out to their neighbors and provide loving support in a time of great
need. There is more to the story, but no more room on this page. One final question - would you like to meet a
saint? Would you like your kids to meet one? Father Paul is coming to visit us in November.
