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The only Identity Card that matters  
  

 About a year ago, I met our son Matt 
for dinner near his house in Chicago.  There 
was a wait for a table, so we sat at the bar for 
an adult beverage.  After ordering, I was asked 
for an identification card. At first, I thought it 
was a joke, given that I was close to the 39th 
anniversary of my 21st birthday.  ñNo sir, we 
get an ID card from everyone. No exceptions.ò     
 Today Jesus appears at the Jordan 
River, where people have responded to John 
the Baptistôs call to repent and prepare for a 
new coming of God into their midst. The story 
of Jesusô Baptism echoes the prophecy God 
made through Isaiah, suggesting that Jesus is 
to fulfill the role of the faithful Suffering Servant 
of God. What could be more dramatic: the 
skies open, the Spirit descends like a dove 
upon Jesus and the voice from heaven says, 
ñThis is my beloved Son, with whom I am well pleased.ò  In these words, Jesusô identity and mission was made clear. 
 Our first reading from Isaiah describes Godôs gentle servant, whose power would be shown in weakness and who 
would be "a light for the nation, to open the eyes of the blind, to bring out prisoners from confinement and from the dun-
geon, those who live in darkness." We know that dungeons are not necessarily fixed places of concrete and iron bars. 
Some of us carry around our own "portable prison" with us wherever we go.  
 Jesus willingly enters into our darkness and confinement, just as he ñdescended into Hellò before his Resurrection. 
He is the one Isaiah promised us who will "bring out prisoners from confinement." He goes to the imprisoned areas of our 
lives and our restricted ways of behaving which we sometimes excuse by saying, "Thatôs just the way I am." Rather than be 
a cheerleader on the sidelines, Jesus comes down into the dark places where we are. He helps us face the shadows and 
hidden places and leads us out ï just as Isaiah foretold that God would do. 
 Jesusô Baptism reminds us today that, through our Baptism, we are united to him. In the Baptism ceremony, the 
celebrant proclaims, ñYou have become a new creation.ò We died with Christ and thus have been reborn into a whole new 
life. We, the baptized, are incorporated into the body of Christ. We are called and enabled to imitate Jesus. We donôt need a 
detailed rule book in order to know how we should act in each situation of our lives, for in Baptism, we are given the Spirit. 
As Pope Francis said not long ago, ñIt is a duty, it is an identity card that our Father has given to all of us.ò  
 Jesusô Baptism didnôt guarantee him a smooth path through life, nor can we expect one. In fact, our baptism will 
cost us, for we are called to live the life of service that Jesus did.  At Baptism, we not only received our name, but our iden-
tity and mission were fixed ï we were called to follow the path Jesus walked.  We became Christians, followers of Jesus 
Christ, who followed the path right to the Cross.  
 Our Baptism assures us that we donôt have to work our way into intimacy with God. God canôt love us anymore 
than we are already loved. Through our Baptism, we are beloved children of God, given a new life through Jesus Christ. 
Jesus calls us to live our lives as lights in the darkness, "to open the eyes of the blind, to bring out prisoners from confine-
ment and from the dungeon, those who live in darkness."  
 ñNot me,ò you say? ñMust be someone elseôs job.ò If you arenôt sure, each of us has documented proof of our mis-
sion and our role in life; check the name on your most important identity card, the one that really mattersðyour Baptismal 
certificate.

Registration for the 2014-2015 school year has begun. If you have a child who will be 3 or 4 by Sept. 1, 

2014 and wish to enroll them in our extended day JK program, or have a child who will be 5 by Sept. 1, 

2014 and wish to enroll them in Kindergarten, you will need to fill out a registration form and include a 

$600 non refundable fee.  All NEW students require a registration form, Baptismal Certificate, and Birth 

Certificate.
