                                                         Encounters with Christ  
 
 
We are an Easter People.   
 
What does that mean?  What should it look like? 
 
A few months ago, Fr. Ed Foley (a Capuchin priest and Professor of Spirituality, Liturgy & 
Music at Catholic Theological Union Seminary) came to Sacred Heart to speak about the 
Eucharist.  In his presentation, he said something very insightful about Easter Sunday, which

the Risen Lord.  No one witnessed the resurrection of the Lord.  The tomb was empty.  
Rather, many people encountered the Risen Lord: Mary Magdalene, Joanna, Mary (the 
mother of James), Cleopas, Cephas, the Disciples (including the infamous doubting Thomas), 
eventually Paul and more than 500 others (1 COR 15:3-11). Each and every person was 
transformed and changed forever because of that encounter.  Instead of looking for the

and new life.  Fr. Foley pointed out that we should be celebrating Easter every day of the year, 
not just one day out of the year.   
 
Yes, we are an Easter People. 
 
Think of it.  Every time we receive the Eucharist, it is an encounter with Christ.  Every time we 
do something for another, it is an encounter with Christ.  Every time we pray, it is an 
encounter with Christ.  Every time we help a person in need, it is an encounter with Christ.  
Every time we visit the sick or bring someone communion, it is an encounter with Christ.  
Every time we comfort the sorrowful, forgive someone, feed the hungry or shelter the 
homeless, it is an encounter with Christ.   
 
How have you encountered the Risen Lord?   How has Christ changed you, transformed you?  
How do you experience new life in your encounters with Christ?  How have you shared the joy 
of your encounters with Christ?   
 
Indeed, we are an Easter People.  Let us rejoice and be glad!
