Enhancing Liturgy 
On the First Sunday of Advent, we will 

experience some alterations in the Sunday 

liturgy at Sacred Heart.  For the most part, 

these alterations will enhance the timing 

and flow of Liturgy of the Word. 

 

The liturgy here is very strong and has 

ñgood bones,ò if you will.  But, as with 

most things, even the strong liturgy here at 

Sacred Heart can be improved. 

 

A Proud Legacy 
Sacred Heart parish is nationally known as 

a parish that historically worked hard to 

improve its liturgical experience.  The 

drive for those improvements stemmed 

from its pastor, Msgr. Reynold 

Hillenbrand.   

 

He was appointed pastor of Sacred Heart 

in 1944.  He wasted no time in setting 

goals for improvements.  In addition to 

calling for a new school building and 

convent, an extension of the adult 

education program, and more frequent 

participation in the Mass, the Monsignor 

challenged parishioners to more active 

involvement in the liturgy through singing. 

 

Young and old were trained in Gregorian 

Chant and were expected to sing at Mass.  

Later, Msgr. Hillenbrand got permission to 

turn the altar around, face the people and 

engage in a dialogue-type Mass.  This was 

well before the Second Vatican Council. 

 

He was a pioneer in what is now described 

as the liturgical movement, a national and 

international dynamic that flowed directly 

into the work of the Council.  As a result, 

we are all the beneficiaries today of his 

vision regarding active participation in the 

Mass. 

 

I mention this history to remind us that 

Sacred Heart parish is no stranger to 

liturgical enhancements that seek to 

strengthen participation and involvement 

in the celebration of the sacrament.  The 

Eucharist is described by the Second 

Vatican Council as the ñsource and 
summitò of the Christian life.   

 

The Sunday Eucharist nourishes us in 

our discipleship as we seek to change the 

world for the better and prepare the way 

for the fullness of the kingdom of God.  

It truly is the source and summit. 

 

That is why the celebration of the liturgy 

deserves our attention and focus.  Liturgy 

is a communal experience made up of 

many details.  We do well, from time to 

time, to consider those details and tweak 

them stylistically in order to improve our 

participation. 

 

Communicating Enhancements 
A video presentation has been prepared 

that communicates what specific 

alterations are expected of cantors, 

lectors, extraordinary ministers of 

Communion, and servers.  Those who are 

involved in these liturgical ministries 

will receive an email with a link 

embedded in it that will take them to the 

video.   

 

Along with the video, these ministers 

will also receive hardcopy notes that lay 

out the enhancements.  That email/video 

and those notes will be sent in the next 

few weeks.  In addition, two 

presentations have been scheduled for 

cantors, lectors, extraordinary ministers 

of Communion and servers.  The dates 

for these presentations in our church are 

Thursday, November 6 at 7pm and 

Sunday, November 9, immediately 

following the 10:30 Mass.

Did You Know? 
In his Liturgy Course 

Notes, Msgr. Hillenbrand 

quoted liturgical experts, 

saying, ñThe Eucharistic 

liturgy is the great text-

book of the Church.  As 

members of Christ our 

great purpose is to repro-

duce his image in us. To 

do this we need contact 

with his life as he lived it.  

For that reason, the Mys-

tical Body reproduces his 

life each year: his birth, 

his manifestation, his 

passion, his resurrection, 

his second coming, etc. . . 

. There is no surer way of 

making us one with 

Christ than the lit-

urgy.ò (Found in Reynold
