We tried something different this year 
for the eighth grade Confirmation 
retreat day last Saturday.  We brought 
in a team of young men and women 
who are on mission this year prior to 
the start of their higher educational 
experience.   
 
This team ran the day.  It was great. 
 
It was great to see young men and 
women ministering to younger kids.  It 
was great to see the response by our 
eighth grade Confirmation candidates.  
It was great to see youth witnessing 
their faith in and love of Jesus Christ to 
those who are about to receive the 
strengthening of the Holy Spirit in 
Confirmation. 
 
The team running the Confirmation 
retreat came from an organization 
called NET Ministries.  NET stands for 
National Evangelization Team.  Every 
August, 175 young Catholics between 
the ages of 18 and 28 leave behind 
their jobs, school, family and friends to 
devote nine months to serving with 
NET.   
 
The mission of NET is to proclaim the 
gospel of Christ through a personal 
witness of faith, to invite young people 
to live for Christ, to form young people 
in Christian character through the 
study and practice of their faith, and to 
equip youth workers and young adults 

with the ministry skills needed for 
evangelization. 
 
The particular NET team that came here 
to lead the Confirmation retreat included 
a young woman from Barcelona, Spain, 
and a young man from Scotland, as well 
as youth from the United States.  Father 
Dan attended the retreat day and his 
impression of it and of the team 
members was very favorable.  They led 
the Confirmation candidates through a 
variety of ice-breaker exercises, small 
group sharing, a significant amount of 
time spent in church in quiet, personal 
prayer, song and other forms of 
presenting the gospel message. 
 
The team members stayed overnight in 
two homes in the parish, one for the 
young ladies and one for the young men. 
They gathered together for supper at one 
of the homes (as the snow came falling 
down, and falling down and falling 
down).  Two of the members of the team 
were from Texas and had never 
experienced snow up close.  After 
supper, I noticed a bunch of the team 
members were running around outside 
in the yard enjoying the three or four 
inches that had at that point 
accumulated.

Our school and religious education 
leaders collaborated in bringing this 
group to our Confirmation candidates 
and, of course, the retreat was held for 
the combined group of school and 
religious education kids.  It is just one 
more new thing that we are trying here 
at Sacred Heart.  But I can’t stress 
enough how this is exactly the kind of 
new faith formation experiences that we 
want to happen here because it directly 
impacts peoples’ relationship with Jesus 
and therefore discipleship.   
 
It’s not as if we aren’t engaged in 
discipleship efforts; I don’t mean that.  

Hopefully, however, more and more 
what we do here will be a ŎƻƴǎŎƛƻǳǎ and 
explicit effort to strengthen and improve 
our following of the Lord in word and in 
deed.

On this final, fourth Sunday of Advent, 
let us be reminded of the words of Pope 
Francis as we began this season of 
Advent and prepare for the coming of 
our Lord Jesus Christ, and savior.   
 
“On this Sunday, he said, the Gospel 
introduces us to one of the most 
“evocative” themes of the Advent 
season: the visit of the Lord to 
humanity. Pope Francis pointed out 
three visits of the Lord: the first, in the 
past, with the Incarnation, and Birth of 
Jesus at Christmas; the second, in the 
present, as Jesus visits us continually, 
every day; and the final visit, in the 
future, when Jesus “will come again in 
glory to judge the living and the dead.” 
 
Advent encourages us to reflect on the 
contrast between our daily routine and 
the unexpected coming of the Lord. The 
Gospel, the Pope said, is not trying to 
frighten us, but “to open our horizons” 
to further dimensions, giving meaning 
even to everyday occurrences. 
 
This perspective, he continued, is also an 
invitation to “sobriety, to not be 
dominated by the things of this world” 
but rather to keep them in their proper 
place. If, on the other hand, we allow 
ourselves to be overpowered by a 
concern for material things, we will not 
be able to perceive what is much more 
important: our final encounter with the 
Lord. And so, the Pope said, Advent is 
“an invitation to vigilance, because, not 
knowing when He will come, we must 
always be ready to depart.” 
 
During Advent, Pope Francis concluded, 
“we are called to enlarge the horizons of 
our hearts, to be surprised by the life 
that is presented each day with its 
newness. In order to do this we need to 
learn to not depend on our own 
securities, our own established plans, 
because the Lord comes in the hour 
which we don’t imagine.”

The Vatican’s Christmas nativity scene 
has an unusual addition this year: a 
spire from one of the dozens of 
churches and basilicas that were 
damaged or destroyed in this year’s 
central Italy earthquakes.   
 
The spire from the St. Benedict Basilica 
in Norcia, along with some rubble, lay 
next to the life-sized nativity scene that 
was unveiled December 9th at a 
ceremony in St. Peter’s Square. 
 
The Vatican said offerings left there will 
go toward rebuilding the Norcia church 
oratory, damaged October 31st. 
 
Pope Francis urged visitors to recall that 
Jesus was a refugee of his time, born in 
a manger because there was no room 
at an inn. 
 
He said: “Those who visit this scene are 
invited to rediscover its symbolic value, 
a message of fraternity, sharing, 
welcome and solidarity.”

Tradition has it that the very first nativity 
scene, a living one, was invented by St. 
Francis of Assisi in 1223, after he visited 
the Holy Land and was inspired by seeing 
the birthplace of Christ in Bethlehem. 
 
Of course, tradition attributes an awful 
lot to St. Francis, some of it apocryphal, 
but it’s unquestionable that the Francis-
can order over the centuries has done a 
great deal to promote the custom of 
erecting nativity scenes, either living 
ones or static, to mark the Christmas 
season. 
 
It’s a reminder that while the Franciscan 
impulse of embracing poverty and focus-
ing on the earthy, popular level of the 
faith was something of a revolution in 
the 13th century, it has since become a 
constituent element of Catholic life and 
practice - not just for members of the 
Franciscan order, but for everyone. 
 
The nativity set reflects both the love of 
poverty and popular religion, since it cel-
ebrates the birth of God’s son in humble 
circumstances and also the desire many 
ordinary Catholics feel for a public, color-
ful, tactile expression of their faith.
