Our parish grouping consists of 
ourselves, Faith, Hope and Charity, St. 
Joe’s, St. Philip’s, and St. Francis Xavier.  
The five of us parishes will hold 
meetings for approximately the next 
five or six months.  The goal of those 
meetings is to discern how we might 
best share resources among our five 
parishes in order to better serve the 
people of God in this area. 
 
Meetings will be held about once a 
month.  Participants will include each of 
the five pastors along with three 
representatives from among 
parishioners (we are allowed one other 
staff member, so in other words: two lay 
representatives and one staffer and the 
pastor).   
 
As the meetings unfold, the direction of 
the discernment and the issues which 
are discussed will be brought back to all 
of the councils and boards (the entire 
lay leadership) of the parish for 
feedback.  So the whole process will be 
something of a back-and-forth dynamic. 
 

As we move forward I will continue to 
keep you apprised through the bulletin, 
from the pulpit, and by other means.  
Please pray for the success of wŜƴŜǿ aȅ 
/ƘǳǊŎƘ.  A success in this endeavor will 
mean a stronger, more vital parish here 
at Sacred Heart and in the other parishes 
of our grouping.

Dear Sisters and Brothers in Christ, 
 
             As a new year begins, I want to assure you of my prayers for you, your families, and your parish 
communities. I also want to share some important information about Renew My Church. 
 
             As you may already know, Renew My Church is an archdiocesan initiative that involves all the 
people of the archdiocese and their faith communities. The goal of Renew My Church is to make our 
parishes more vital and more sustainable. We do this not on our own initiative but in response to the call 
of Christ, which was first heard by those disciples recounted in todayôs gospel. The call is the same as it 
was in those early days of the Church: to be His disciples and take responsibility for carrying on His 
mission in our time. The place to start is by working together to make our parishes vibrant communities 
that form missionary disciples of Jesus. This will also mean being realistic about our limited human and 
material resources and evaluating how our present structures may need to be organized differently to 
keep pace with changing realities. 
 
             A very important part of the process of Renew My Church are the parish groupings that will work 
to plan for the future and discern where God is leading us. After receiving consultation and feedback from 
you, the priests of the diocese, and parish pastoral councils, we are announcing the groupings today. 
Your parish will be part of a grouping that will enable you to assess, plan, and discern how best to meet 
the needs of the future in a way that is both reasonable and in conformity with Godôs will for us. 
 
             Each grouping will have guidance for its process of reflection and discernment. Everything, 
however, begins with building relationships across parishes in a given grouping. That means getting to 
know each other and perhaps sharing some common projects or events, such as retreats, lectures, or 
community service for those in need. With future guidance and facilitation, this will develop in more 
specific planning and discernment directions. Today, your pastor will share a list of the parishes in your 
grouping. 
 
             Renew My Church will undoubtedly involve leaving behind familiar patterns and demand that we 
move outside our comfort zones. In a word, it will require sacrifice, but that has always been true for the 
Church whenever we have taken up new challenges. I am convinced that we are up to the task, and 
willing to do whatever it takes to build our capacity to pass on our faith to future generations. That is what 
is at stake in the Renew My Church process. I encourage you to become involved and pray for its

The following is a short description of 
the book.   
¢ƘǊƛƊ {ǘƻǊŜ {ŀƛƴǘǎ is a collection of 
true stories based on Jane Knuth’s 
experiences serving the poor at a St. 
Vincent de Paul thrift store in the 
inner city of Kalamazoo, Michigan. At 
the outset of the  book, Knuth is a 
reluctant new volunteer at the store, 
sharing that her middle-class, 
suburban, church-going background 
has not prepared her well for this kind 
of work. By the end of the book, Knuth 
has undergone a transformation of 

sorts, and neither she nor we can ever 
view the poor in the same way again.  
  
Knuth’s transformation is rooted in 
the prevailing message of Thrift Store 
Saints: When we serve the poor, they 
end up helping us as much as we help 
them. Throughout the book we are 
introduced to new “saints,” as Knuth 
thoughtfully, at times humorously, 
describes how her encounters with 
the poorest people led her to the 
greatest riches of God’s grace.  
  
¢ƘǊƛƊ {ǘƻǊŜ {ŀƛƴǘǎ makes clear that it 
doesn’t require heroic Saint (Mother) 
Teresa-types to make a difference 
with the poor, and it even more 
powerfully shows us that working with 
them is not gloomy, depressing work. 
Knuth’s moving stories demonstrate 
the profound joy any of us can 
experience when we see serving the 
poor not as social work, but as a 
spiritual path that leads us to the 
heart of Jesus.

Many of us remember the oldest and 
best definition of prayer: "ǊŀƛǎƛƴƎ ǘƘŜ 
ƳƛƴŘ ŀƴŘ ƘŜŀǊǘ ǘƻ DƻŘ." I suspect that 
most of us practiced the first part, rais-
ing our mind to God, better than the 
second part, lifting up our hearts. That 
imbalance can too often make the expe-
rience of praying "dry" or "unfulfilling." 

What this definition probably intended 
to say was that prayer involves our 
whole person in a ǊŜƭŀǝƻƴǎƘƛǇ ǿƛǘƘ DƻŘΦ 
Using the various relationships of our 
lives as a guide, we can come to new 
insights about prayer. 

A wise spiritual guide once said, "We are 
as good at praying as we are at the other 
relationships of our lives.  If you want to 
get better at prayer, work on the key 
relationships in your life." 

Take a close friendship or marriage, as 
an example. We wouldn't imagine that 
what makes the relationship work is try-
ing to find a half an hour, early in the 
morning, to sit in a chair and close our 
eyes and think heavy thoughts about the 
other person. We know instinctively, 
even if we hadn't ever put it into words, 
that a key relationship in our life is a 
matter of the ƘŜŀǊǘ. The other person 
means a lot to me. I'm not just attracted 
to the other, but the other is someone 
whose desires and dreams and vision are 
very important to me. And, if this rela-
tionship is one that is growing in love, 
the other is one I want to serve - give of 
myself for. 

Relationship always involves a strong 
desire to ‘be with’. A relationship will 
fade if we have no continuing interest in 
spending time with the other, or connect 
with the other. Even when our time to-
gether might be limited, we have feel-
ings for the other which sustain the rela-
tionship. The closer the relationship, the 
stronger those feelings. In a marriage 
relationship, I might not see my spouse

as much as I'd like, but I know that my 
job or my care for our children or time 
shopping - whatever I do when we are 
apart - is all done ōŜŎŀǳǎŜ of our rela-
tionship, to further the goals of our life 
together and our mission together. 

Words, gestures and rituals express and 
give shape to the relationship of the 
heart. "I love you." "Thank you." "You 
are wonderful." "I need you." "I'm sor-
ry." A smile, an embrace, a gesture of 
vulnerability, a self-revealing story, a 
gift full of meaning, doing something 
together. Our song, our favorite place, a 
special reading, a special menu, a tradi-
tion we've developed. These are just a 
few examples of the hundreds of ways 
a relationship develops and grows. 

How could prayer be a relationship with 
God, if it only remains a lifting of our 
minds to God? We need very special 
times of intimacy with God, but that 
time needs to be prepared for and built 
up to. To enrich our relationship with 
God, engages our hearts. That involves 
finding intimacy with God in the midst 
of our everyday busy lives, much like 
we do with the other important rela-
tionships of our lives. Perhaps as we 
pay more attention to what gives life 
and intimacy to these relationships, we 
might grow in the affective side of our 
relationship with God. 

If this tip stirs a desire for that kind of 
relationship with God, one place to 
begin is to let God tell me about how 
much God loves me. The God who says, 
"You are precious in my eyes and I love 
you." [ Isaiah 43:4] If I'm open to God's 
expressions of affection toward me, 
that can open my heart to stir up affec-
tion in the form of grateful response. 
Love needs only a spark to get started. 
It takes ongoing care to keep the fire 
from going out. With special care, it can 
become a long lasting, warm and com-
forting, life-long relationship.

You will remember that Hurricane 
Matthew devastated the crops, fruit 
trees and farm animals of people in 
Sassier and neighboring villages.  The 
stark reality is bƻ /ǊƻǇǎΣ bƻ CƻƻŘ ŦƻǊ 
CŀƳƛƭƛŜǎΦ  While relief supplies will keep 
families fed for a few months, famine is a 
real possibility by mid-year.   
 
Thanks to help from ¢ǊŜŜǎ ¢Ƙŀǘ CŜŜŘ 
CƻǳƴŘŀǝƻƴ, we were able to distribute 
more than 200,000 sweet potato 
cuttings to local farmers in Sassier and 
nine other villages in November.  
Vitamin-rich sweet potatoes harvested in 
March and April will fill hungry tummies 
throughout the Spring.   
 
January and February is planting time for 
crops to be harvested in June.  Thanks to 
a generous grant from the YƻŎƘ 
CƻǳƴŘŀǝƻƴ of Gainesville, FL (not the 
brothers) and trees from ¢ǊŜŜǎ ǘƘŀǘ 
CŜŜŘ, we will be launching our new 
Agriculture Project in Sassier and 
neighboring areas.   
 
Our goal is to restore agriculture in a 
better way than existed before the 
Hurricane—better plants, better farming 
techniques, and better training. In 
addition, we want to enable farmers to 
develop livelihoods that are financially 
sustainable rather than the hand-to-
mouth existence many have faced in the 
past years.  
 
Key elements of the plan include: 

¶ providing high quality food seeds 
and cuttings to farmers, along with 
tools and training to maximize 
yields, and basic education in 
practical agricultural economics; 

¶ encouraging farmers to plant 
moringa, jatropha, and other species 
with commercial value and creating 
processing facilities to realize the 
value; 

¶ facilitating the establishment of five 
commercial sized orchards that can 
form the basis of agricultural 
processing businesses in the area; 
and  

¶ incorporating hand-on agricultural 
education at two secondary schools, 
including the creation of working 
plots that will provide food for 
school lunch programs.   

 
Our Haiti partner’s program director, 
Wisly Jasmin, will be working with 
Mondy Pamphile, the executive director, 
and other team members to roll the 
program out in Sassier and five other 
villages in the next two months.  With an 
eye on future export opportunities, we 
will be following Certified Organic 
farming methods.  
 
Watch for future updates on the 
Agriculture program and opportunities 
to participate in the development of a 
fully sustainable agricultural program for 
more than 300 farmers in Sassier and 
nearby areas.  

Join us for our first Cocktails in the 
Courtyard of the year! We’re trying 
another Bonfire with assorted warm 
drinks along with the usual beer and 
wine. The Gathering Space will be open 
too. Come meet some people you might 
not know and put names to those faces 
in the pews. Don’t forget we have 
complimentary babysitting!
