STEMMING YOUTH VIGRENGE
Violent crime in Chicago

Back in 2009/10 in response to youth violence in the city of Chicago,
the Office of Peace and Justice and Office of Black Catholic Deacons of
the Archdiocese of Chicago initiated meetings to find programs that
have been proven to or promise to minimize violence.

All evidence pointed to the home, where children first learn how to
live. It was clear that the key to emotionally healthy young people was
to strengthen families. Efforts should be made to help parents be
effective in the most important job they will ever have in life, raising
their children.

One significant program that developed from that initiative is
Parenting for Non-Violence {P4NV], a 501{c}{3)} non-profit organization
that since 2012 has been conducting parenting workshops for families
at risk. The organization uses the Active Parenting program, avalues-
based publishing house established in 1980 in Atlanta, Georgia with
programs in English and Spanish.

According to Teresa Pennix Gill, presidentand co-founder of PANY, as
of 2017, the organization has provided parenting skills training to
more than 760 families resulting in some 1,900 children nurtured,
supported and protected within a safe and stable home and
community environment. PANY has provided workshops in the
communities of Auburn-Gresham, Back of the Yards, Berwyn,
Chatham, East Garfield Park, Englewood, West Englewood, Near
Westside, Maywood, North Lawndale, Roseland, Ukrainian Village,
Washington Park and Wicker Park.

Gill, who is the public face of PANY, holds a master's degree in Family
Ministry and Faith Formation from Dominican University, and was
active in the Archdiocese as the wife of a deacon. She came tothe
presidency of PANY after serving as a senior level manager with the
FAA and Lockheed Martin in program management and planning.

Gill will conduct an informational meeting at 5:30 p.m. Friday,
Sept. 15 at Faith, Hope and Charity Church, 191 Linden Ave.,
Winnetka. She will be joined by co-founder Rosemary White and
other PANY supporters. Refreshments will be served.
